THE STORY TAKES PLACE ON FAITH; A FICTIONAL, ISLAND OFF THE SOUTH COAST OF ENGLAND, WITH A POPULATION OF ABOUT FOUR HUNDRED

Father Everman is a tall handsome thirty something Jesuit Priest (a Liam Neeson type) who seems to carry the weight of the world on his shoulders now that the small island community he has been struggling to keep adherent to the Catholic faith are beginning to drift.

After a deadly confrontation with Julian Karswell, an evil Satanist intent on sacrificing his own son, Sebastian, to bring to life an ancient pagan demon called the Daghda, Everman succeeds in rescuing Sebastian. A decade on, Father Everman believed that the evil that was manifesting itself on the island had been exiled for good. However after the arrival of Julian’s oldest son, Lucian Webster, the island’s community has begun to take sides. Those that are weak are either seduced or corrupted into joining the pagan cult, whilst those that resist die in horrific and inexplicable circumstances. 

When a beautiful journalist, ex-islander Ellena Lennox (X-files Scully Gillian Anderson type) arrives from the mainland to pursue the story of the recent deaths she quickly allies with Father Everman (her childhood sweetheart). Having entered the church in his early teens, Father Everman never had a chance to explore his sexuality now there is an obvious chemistry between them that Everman must deny. He must fight to keep his soul pure and therefore strong from the seeds of temptation. Together they uncover how widespread the evil cult has become, its strength, organisation and the terrifying truth and horror of its intentions.

Lucian Webster (think of an evil Alan Rickman type, intelligent, manipulative, exploitive, a deadly sociopath) has corrupted the island’s police force, the islands youth and the outcasts have been recruited through a drug rehabilitation clinic. Where the weak and vulnerable have, instead of receiving treatment, been brainwashed into joining the cult to raise the Daghda. Those that can have already fled the island. Whilst Lucian’s thugs terrorise and kill all who stand in their way. Father Everman and Elena try to rally the few surviving members of the community but they quickly find it’s too late. 

As the power of the cult grows the Daghda manifests its evil presence to ever greater effect. With both shades of “The Omen” and “The Wickerman” Faith builds at a breakneck pace towards an epic concluding battle between the forces of good and evil, where hell on earth literally breaks loose as Lucian resurrects the ancient and inherently evil demon the Daghda. Real magicians, demons, trolls and ghostly spirits manifest themselves to destroy a thousand years of Christianity and civilization, if the battle for Faith is lost, the evil will quickly spread the confines of the island and the world will soon enter a new Dark Age where evil walks the Earth.
